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Theme - Functions in Your World, A Photo Project

Objective


Carefully examine your everyday surroundings and search for mathematical content in things that you encounter on a daily basis. These items may appear in hidden or unexpected surroundings. 


You will need to take a digital photo of the mathematical object. You will need to create a system to display and keep track of your work (webpage, wiki, powerpoint, portfolio, etc). 

Groups


Either you or your partner should have access to a digital camera or cell phone camera. 

Guidelines

· Photos should be edited to illustrate and overlay the mathematical function that you have found in the object - there are free editing tools on the internet that you can use to overlay the functions (www.fotoflexer.com)
· Be creative in finding the mathematical content
· No pictures of people
· Do not simply find photos on the internet
Function types to be included (at least 2 of each type)

· Linear 
· Absolute Value
· Piecewise 
· Exponential
· Logarithmic
· Polynomial 
· Trigonometric 
Due Dates

· At least 2 photos per type, with accurate function overlaid on the photo, completed by the December 7
· Progress checks will be completed every 2 weeks. There should be at least 2 new photos added each progress check.
